7. Since the PCP’s are conducted for the benefit of the DDE students and as mentioned
in the Prospectus 50% attendance in the PCP are COMPULSORY to become
eligible to appear in the University examination, they are advised to attend the PCP
classes regularly. No exemption from attending the PCP will be allowed in any case.
No change of PCP centre/batch will be entertained in any case.

3. The candidates are also advised to pay the balance fee/22¢ Installment fee and
submit the deficient documents, if any, immediately to confirm the eligibility for
appearing in the University examination failing which they will not be allowed to
appear in the University examinations.

4, A written test will be held on account of 20% Internal Assessment in each
theory paper during the last two days of PCP. Those candidates who do not
appear in internal assessment test or take late admission their 20%
proportionate marks of the marks obtained in final examination shall be
treated as score of internal assessment.
